Baptism —A sacrament in which 3 believer is immersed
in water or has water sprinkled or poured on his or her
head. It symbolizes and gives public testimony to
God's forgiveness, the believer’s repentance, receiving
the Holy Spirit, and beginning a new life in Christ.
